sixty years. One launched a small prison ministry that has evolved
into a nonprofit agency offering a continuum of social services.
Another sister dedicated herself to caring for disadvantaged
children at a day-care facility while another established a thriving
program to train disadvantaged adults to become caregivers for
seniors. Two served as nurses for many years and later established
a much-needed college nursing program. Another sister labored for
a decade to establish a retreat center to provide an antidote to the
stresses of modern life. Like their 19th century predecessors, today’s
Holy Names sisters are tireless in their efforts to bring academic
excellence, community service, and a spirit of compassion to those
in need. Generations of Floridians have benefitted from the sisters’
presence and will continue to do so for many years to come.
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News from the Archives

In recent months word has traveled in archival circles about the
SNJM U.S.-Ontario Province archives at the Heritage Center.

In early November, Fernanda Perrone, Archivist and Head of
Exhibitions at the Rutgers University library in New Brunswick,
New Jersey, arrived for a two-day visit of the Heritage Center

and its collections. Perrone is a historian with scholarly interest in
congregations of women religious. She came to the Heritage Center
as part of her research on archival collections of women religious.
Her findings will appear as a chapter of a book on international
women’s archival collections, to be published by the Society of
American Archivists in

2012.

Over the course of

her research, Perrone
interviewed archivists

at more than sixty
communities. In her
initial contact, Perrone
said she had heard from
another community that
the Heritage Center was
a “model facility” for
religious archives. During

her ViSit, she toured S. Miriam Theresa Gleason, ¢. 1917
the building and asked

questions about our
practices, policies and collections before spending
time looking through the earliest chronicles.

Shortly after Fernanda Perrone’s visit, John
Diefenderfer, archivist for the Daughters of Charity,
Northeast Province in Albany, New York, contacted ¢
the archives looking for practical information about  ¢iine Gleason, ¢ 1910
archives consolidation. The Daughters are in the

process of combining four American provinces and

are trying to decide whether to consolidate their archives or to leave
them as regional facilities. Diefenderfer had spoken to an Albany
SNJM who directed him to the Heritage Center.

The U.S.-Ontario Province leadership’s decision to consolidate its
regional archives was forward-thinking and done with great care
and attention. As more communities consider consolidation, it is
likely that we will continue to be consulted about our experience,
both with the consolidation process and how it has affected our
ability to provide access to the collections.
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Family History Project Strikes a Chord

In December, the Center’s new Family History Deluxe
membership option premiered at a reception that drew

over 100 people. The Family History Deluxe membership
package includes a range of services to preserve family history,
documents, and photographs. The Heritage Center’s state-
of-the-art recording studio provides an ideal venue for oral
history interviews. The Deluxe membership includes a one-hour
interview conducted by a professional historian.
